




Nepal

JusticeMaker Fellow: To Be Determined |  Theme: To Be Determined  |  Need: $5,000 or more 
In Nepal, the prison system is overcrowded, with the country’s jails at 142% of capacity and with 51% of the 
prison population in pre-trial detention. The severe backlog of cases in Nepal’s courts at all levels contributes to 
overcrowding and lengthy pre-trial detention. Moreover, evidence reveals that detainees are commonly tortured 
during interrogations.  More than 200 cases of children being tortured were reported in 2008. You can help. 

Indonesia

JusticeMaker Fellow: To Be Determined |  Theme: To Be Determined  |  Need: $5,000 or more 
Although the Indonesian Constitution states that every person has the right to be free from torture, acts of 
torture and other ill treatment remain common.  Prison conditions are harsh and overcrowding is widespread, 
with Indonesia’s 378 prisons operating at 153.5% of capacity.  Pre-trial detainees are often held with convicted 
prisoners and authorities often limit or prevent access to defense counsel or legal assistance.  You can help.

Thailand

JusticeMaker Fellow: To Be Determined |  Theme: To Be Determined  |  Need: $5,000 or more 
In Thailand, 197 persons died in police custody during the first part of 2002. While the police attribute most of 
these deaths to accidents, the National Human Rights Commission blame police brutality. Prisons are poor and 
severely overcrowded, with 200,000 inmates in a space built for half that total. Arbitrary arrest and detention is 
rampant, even while the Constitution forbids these practices. You can help. 

Sri Lanka

JusticeMaker Fellow: To Be Determined |  Theme: To Be Determined  |  Need: $5,000 or more 
Every day in Sri Lanka people are arbitrarily detained in overcrowded prisons where medical care, food and 
access to legal counsel are routinely denied.  Some prison facilities are operating at 341% of capacity with 
up to 80% of the prison population in pre-trial detention.  Furthermore, pre-trial detainees are often at the 
highest risk of being subjected to inhumane tactics at the hands of poorly trained police. You can help.
